
LOCAL ELECTED OFFICERS 
 

Qualifications for Public Office 
 

Must be a US Citizen, a Texas Resident for 12 months, and live in the County for 6 months. 
Must be a registered voter and be at least 18 years of age. 
 
Additional qualifications for constable: must be either (1) eligible to be licensed under sections 
1701.309, 1701.312, and 1701.502 of the Texas Occupations Code AND (a) has at least an associate’s 
degree, (b) is a special investigator under Article 2.122(a), Code of Criminal Procedure, or (c) is an 
honorably retired peace officer or honorably retired federal criminal investigator who holds a certificate 
of proficiency issued under Section 1701.357, Texas Occupations Code OR (2) an active or inactive 
licensed peace officer under Chapter 1701 of the Texas Occupations Code.

Filing dates for Candidates: Candidates must file for a place on the ballot with the political 

party in which they choose from NOVEMBER 11, 2023 through DECEMBER 11, 2023.
